Electrical box inlet conduit on shear wall

Overview

You need to have the front of your box flush with the wall surface which means 1”.
You can get 1” mud rings - possibably resorting to an electrical contractor supply
place. Think of it as a durable shell that shields wires from physical damage,
moisture, heat, and electromagnetic interference. It also helps keep installations neat
and organized, especially in environments. Would removing the diameters of the
conduits from the shear depth be a realistic approximation?
